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This fact sheet presents results from the annual economic survey of Gulf shrimp vessels with federal permits. 
Data are collected annually with a two-page survey that is sent to a random sample of about 30 percent of 
permitted vessels. The information will be used to assess trends in the financial and economic state of the 
fishery, and to determine the economic and social effects of regulations and other factors affecting the 
fishery. The 2007 survey response rate was almost 87%, resulting in 505 complete and usable surveys, 
including 388 active Gulf shrimp vessels
